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New Liturgy for Old Rev David Mason
Those of you who remember back to the late sixties and seventies will
remember the coming of the series one, two and three services, these were
produced for trial in parishes as part of the modernisation of the liturgies that
we use in our Church. The ASB was then introduced in 1980, and this has
been in regular use since it was introduced. Over the years we have become
accustomed to using the services that it contains, and we tend to forget the
controversies that accompanied its introduction. But this book of Services was
only ever intended to be used for twenty years, and, except in very special
circumstances, its use will cease in late autumn this year.

The ASB has fulfilled a valuable role in allowing us to get used to services in
modern language, and it is being replaced by ‘Common Worship'. This is a
revision of the ASB, and it addresses the weaknesses that have been found in
the ASB, but we will find that we are already familiar with much of the material
that it contains. We have already used the Baptism service from it, and we are
already using the Common Lectionary. There are the familiar service
structures, but with inclusive language, and a greater degree of flexibility to
take account of different service needs.

The Book of Common Prayer is unaffected by the changes, and we will

continue to use it for Matins followed by Communion once a month for the
foreseeable future.

We will be getting a copy of the Common Worship Book which we will keep in
the Church so that it is available for inspection, | will let you know when it has
arrived. | do not believe that there will be the same controversy that there was
when the ASB appeared, and | look forward to using it.
